Mayor Sheppard called the meeting to order.

Everyone stood and recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call was taken.

Minutes of the last meeting March 1, 2016 Council meeting and March 29, 2016 Committees meeting were distributed.    Council Member Brain Butler made the motion to suspend the reading and accept the minutes as presented.  Seconded by Council President Jeff Ours and all present voted in favor and the motion carried.

Water Report: - Brandon Fox was absent so we move to the sewer report. 

Sewer Report: Tom Coleman discussed the EPA inspection but he has not received the findings yet. The filter has been taken out so many times that it is worn out. A new one is being shipped on Thursday; the two transducers have been tested and were fried when the plant was having problems. New ones have been ordered and the float will be adjusted so that won’t happen again. Now he will be adjusting the program to send an alarm will be set off when the problem occurs and alarm will come to me and I will reset it. Tom thanked Heidi for all her help. February sampling shows that we were out of compliance an now it incompliance. He feels that the filter and transducers problems are the main cause for the poor test results. Mayor Sheppard stated that he had repair the decanter pump that the motor had burnt up due to being wired wrong. The Mayor talked to Jeff Carr about the back flow preventer and he said he would get information on it. 
Mayor Sheppard introduced Resolutions

Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus explained that there are three resolutions for the tax levies that will expire 2016 that they requested the Village Solicitor draft. This is the first of two sets of legislation required before they will be placed on the ballot. She asked if there were any questions or discussion.
Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to suspend the readings of Resolution 021-2016 and Council President Jeff Ours seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to accept Resolution 002-2016 as submitted and Council Member Brian Butler seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

RESOLUTION 003-2016 - A RESOLUTION OF THE VILLAGE OF GLENFORD REQUESTING THE PERRY COUNTY AUDITOR CERTIFY TO THE VILLAGE OF GLENFORD THE TOTAL CURRENT VALUATION OF THE VILLAGE OF GLENFORD AND THE DOLLAR AMOUNT OF REVENUE THAT WILL BE GENERATED BY A REPLACEMENT LEVIED FOR CURRENT EXPENSE OF THE VILLAGE OF GLENFORD IN EXCESS OF THE 10 MILL LIMITATION AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY – First Reading
Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to suspend the readings of Resolution 003-2016 and Council Member Caleb Garza seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to accept Resolution 003-2016 as submitted and Council Member Heidi Carpenter seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

RESOLUTION 004-2016 - A RESOLUTION OF THE VILLAGE OF GLENFORD REQUESTING THE PERRY COUNTY AUDITOR CERTIFY TO THE VILLAGE OF GLENFORD THE TOTAL CURRENT VALUATION OF THE VILLAGE OF GLENFORD AND THE DOLLAR AMOUNT OF REVENUE THAT WILL BE GENERATED BY A REPLACEMENT LEVIED FOR CURRENT EXPENSE OF THE VILLAGE OF GLENFORD IN EXCESS OF THE 10 MILL LIMITATION AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY- First Reading
Council Member Caleb Garza made a motion to suspend the readings of Resolution 004-2016 and Council Member Heidi Carpenter seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to accept Resolution 004-2016 as submitted and Council Member Sharon Phillips seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

RESOLUTION 005-2016 - A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR TO ACCEPT THE BID OF FAMILY TREE LAWNCARE, AUTHORIZING THE VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR AND FISCAL OFFICER TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT FOR MOWING SERVICES WITH FAMILY TREE LAWNCARE, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY- First Reading
Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus explained that the bid tabulation was sent to the Village Solicitor and he drafted the legislation based on the low bid although the Council can award to the lowest and best bid. Council Member Brian Butler stated that he liked that the Family Tree Lawncare also gave a discounted rate for the spring and early summer months due to the grass growing faster and that would help his equipment and cost. Family Tree Lawncare is the low bidder even without that discount.

Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to suspend the readings of Resolution 005-2016 and Council Member Caleb Garza seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to accept Resolution 005-2016 as submitted and Council Member Sharon Phillips seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Mayor asked if everyone had a chance to review the financial report that Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus distributed. Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to approve the Monthly Financial report and Council Member Caleb Garza seconded. All present voted in favor. 
Mayor asked if there was a motion to pay bills. Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus stated that the property insurance is in the bills to be pad. There were several bills that we have not received that will need to be paid prior to the next Council meeting. Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to pay bills including the ones that will be due before the next meeting. Council Member Sharon Phillips seconded the motion and present voted in favor. 

Old Business:

Mayor Sheppard discussed the bids for Hoover Center Siding:

1. Saum - $3,138- front only   
2. C & A Remodeling - $3,853- both front and side
3. Bob Henry - $3,322- both front and side
Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to accept Bob Henry’s Bid for the siding on the Hoover Center in the amount of $3,322 as submitted and Council Member Caleb Garza seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Frank Correll stated that he had been hearing good things from residents regarding the changes Council and Mayor are providing. 

Mayor Sheppard stated that we have some paving quotes. Council Member Brian Butler stated that he had forgotten to call regarding the paving. Mayor Sheppard gave the amounts of the quotes as follows:

1. Shelly - $54,389

2. Spires - $54,469

The Engineer estimate that from the Stanter Consulting who was sent here by Glenn Crippen so that we can see how much grant funds would be needed.  Frank Correll asked where the village is looking to pave. The Council stated Broad and North Main Streets. 
Mayor Sheppard stated that he hadn’t purchased the materials to do the project yet.   
Mayor Sheppard would like Council to send a letter to the County Commissioners requesting the operation and maintenance of the water line that runs between Thornville and Glenford over to the Village. Council Members agree that they have already paid and reimbursed the County for their cost for the line. Council President spoke to Northern Perry County waterline to get copies. But they did have the smaller version. The Gentlemen who reads the meter for Perry County dropped off a copy of the smaller version. He spoke to him and asked if there were any problems with the line and he stated no. that they have not had to dig up anything and that the maintenance is minimal. Frank Correll stated that the Commissioners and Burr Oak are still discussing the possibility of changing the water 
Mayor Sheppard asked if anyone had any ideas for the Hamilton property. Council Member Brian Butler stated that if no one else wants to start the conversation with them that he would. Some ideas that were discussed with Ben Carpenter were like wetlands, wild flowers and retention pond. It would save on mowing and maintenance and also make it look better. 
Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to have the Village Solicitor draft a letter to the Commissioners requesting the line between Thornville and Glenford. Council Member Caleb Garza seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

New Business:

Mayor Sheppard discussed the old Hinkle property (Ashley Moore) needs to have the drainage problem solved. He told Ashley that as soon as Charlie gets free the Village will have him investigate the problem. Now he has received another call from someone else that is having the same problem. 
Mayor Sheppard needs a color for the siding. After some discussion the Council wants a shade of grey. 

Mayor Sheppard Discussed the old salt spreader that needs to be declared surplus and advertise for sealed bids. It’s the one that came with the pickup truck we purchased for the street department. 

Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to declare the salt spreader surplus as submitted and Council Member Heidi Carpenter seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Council Member Heidi Carpenter made a motion to adjourn at 8:21 pm and was seconded by Council Member Caleb Garza.  All present voted in favor and the motion carried.
