Mayor Sheppard called the meeting to order.

Everyone stood and recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call was taken.

Minutes of the last meeting April 5, 2016 Council meeting and April 26, 2016 Committees meeting were distributed.  Council Member Caleb Garza stated that he was listed as Council President instead of member on the April 5th meeting and Frank Correll needs added as a visitor on the April 26 Committees meeting.  Council President Jeff Ours made the motion to suspend the reading and accept the minutes with the corrections stated by Council Member Caleb Garza. Seconded by Council Member Sharon Phillips and all present voted in favor and the motion carried. 
Water Report: - Brandon Fox was absent so we move to the sewer report. 

Sewer Report: Tom Coleman stated that it is the beginning May 1st the disinfectant season and the UV lights has been cleaned out and been turned on. Some are not working and he is working to get them all up and running. This will be the first time pulling the e-coli sample with the UVs. Filter cleaning schedule is being revised to two to four weeks to help keep things flowing. Kevin Chaffey and the Mayor change the mixer pump and he left some sealant that he refers to as monkey putty. He needs to get more monkey putty. The flow meter isn’t working properly. It’s pulsing and during the settling phase and showing flow when there is none. Kevin is calling the company to come out and take a look at it. Russ with the  Scada system has added a decant counter to the system to get a more exact flow. He thanked Heidi for all her help and he is going to be out of town for training and needs to change the sampling times. They discussed the summer scheduling for sampling and checking the plant.
Mayor Sheppard introduced Resolutions
RESOLUTION 006-2016 - A RESOLUTION TO PROCEED WITH PLACING THE ISSUE ON THE BALLOT FOR A TWO AND THREE-TENTHS (2.30) MILL, FIVE (5) YEAR REPLACEMENT TAX LEVY IN EXCESS OF THE TEN-MILL LIMITATION FOR CURRENT EXPENSES AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY – FIRST READING
RESOLUTION 007-2016 – A RESOLUTION TO PROCEED WITH PLACING THE ISSUE ON THE BALLOT FOR A ONE AND FIVE-TENTHS (1.50) MILL, FIVE (5) YEAR REPLACEMENT TAX LEVY IN EXCESS OF THE TEN-MILL LIMITATION FOR CURRENT EXPENSES AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY – FIRST READING
RESOLUTION 008-2016 – A RESOLUTION TO PROCEED WITH PLACING THE ISSUE ON THE BALLOT FOR A ONE (1.0) MILL, FIVE (5) YEAR REPLACEMENT TAX LEVY IN EXCESS OF THE TEN-MILL LIMITATION FOR the general construction, reconstruction, resurfacing, and repair of streets, roads, and bridges in THE VILLAGE AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY- FIRST READING
Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus explained that there are three resolutions for the tax levies that will expire 2016 that they requested the Village Solicitor draft. This is the second of the two sets of legislation required before they will be placed on the ballot. She asked if there were any questions or discussion.
Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to suspend the readings of Resolution 006-2016, 007-2016 and 008-2016. Council Member Caleb Garza seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to accept Resolution 006-2016, 007-2016 and 008-2016 as submitted. Council Member Brian Butler seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

RESOLUTION 009-2016- A RESOLUTION DECLARING municipal personal property (salt spreader) is not needed for MUNICIPAL PURPOSES/public use, or is obsolete or unfit for the use for which it was acquired, and that the property has little or no value AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY- FIRST READING

Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to suspend the readings of Resolution 009-2016 and Council Member Sharon Phillips seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to accept Resolution 009-2016 as submitted and Council Member Caleb Garza seconded. All present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Mayor asked if everyone had a chance to review the financial report that Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus distributed. Council Member Caleb Garza made a motion to approve the Monthly Financial report and Council Member Heidi Carpenter seconded. All present voted in favor. 
Mayor asked if there was a motion to pay bills. Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus stated that the all the monthly bills have not come in yet but will need to be paid prior to the next Council meeting. Council Member Heidi Carpenter made a motion to pay bills including the ones that will be due before the next meeting. Council Member Brian Butler seconded the motion and present voted in favor. 

Old Business:

Mayor Sheppard stated that the siding has been completed. Everyone likes it. 
Mayor Sheppard asked if everyone had reviewed the letter that Solicitor Brian Zets drafted for the County Commissioners. Everyone approves but the only thing that was questioned was the contract expiration date. They will set a time to go present it to the Commissioners during their weekly meeting. 

Mayor Sheppard stated that we received the documents from the Water Pollution Control Fund regarding a loan that we had been allowed to draw off of for the sewer project.  We only used $44, 051.87 and now we have closed it out to get a lower repayment amount. 

Mayor Sheppard stated that we need to set a deadline for the village residents to hook up to the sewer system. There are about 23 with 15 on Charlie Shafer’s list including us. They discussed needing a list of those who have contracted with Charlie so we can send letters to those who have not contracted with anyone for hook up. Everyone needs to be in contract with one of the approved contractors. 

Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to set July 1, 2016 as the deadline to be under contract to have the sewer connection. Council President Jeff Ours seconded and all present voted in favor. 

Mayor Sheppard asked if anyone had any ideas for the Hamilton property. The Mayor has not seen any of the Hamilton’s out and about to bring the property issue to their attention. 

Council President Jeff Ours has not received a call back from the Advertiser regarding the problems in town with the delivery. 

New Business:

Mayor Sheppard discussed the Mayor for a Day will be awarded at a ceremony on May 10, 2016 and we will have the winner conduct the Council meeting in the near future. 
Council Member Brian Butler discussed a resident Kearton who wants to have the village put up a barrier to screen the sewer plant from his view. Council state that he would have to stay on his property but the property between him and the sewer plant. Mayor Sheppard stated that he would have to have permission from the Township and the Hursey’s. 
Council Member Caleb Garza made a motion to adjourn at 7:58 pm and was seconded by Council Member Brian Butler.  All present voted in favor and the motion carried.
