Mayor Sheppard called the meeting to order.

Everyone stood and recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call was taken and visitor acknowledged.
Minutes - tabled
Water Report: - Brandon Fox distributed and discussed a water report from 5/28/16 – 7/30/16. He replaced three meters, installed a new meter at 13913 Twp. Rd. 64 and made two repairs for high pressure. There are two meters that the reading has to be manually entered and the meter needs checked. He bought six meter locks to shut off meter for non-payments.
Sewer Report: Tom Coleman stated that he is having problems with the filter but he will pull it and see why it keeps blocking. He thanked Brandon for covering for him on vacation and Heidi for her continued help in testing. As far as the lids he is checking with Kevin to see what could be available. Mayor Sheppard is checking with Jeff Carr with ADR to find the specifications.   
Council Action Items: 

Mayor Sheppard asked if everyone had a chance to review the financial report that Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus distributed. Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to approve the Monthly Financial report and Council Member Caleb Garza seconded. All present voted in favor. 
Mayor Sheppard asked if there was a motion to pay bills and that the all the monthly bills have not come in yet but will need to be paid prior to the next Council meeting. Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to pay bills including the ones that will be due before the next meeting. Council Member Heidi Carpenter seconded the motion and present voted in favor. 

Old Business:

Mayor Sheppard stated that we need to set a time to go present it to the Commissioners during their weekly meeting. The Council Member asked Brandon and Mayor Sheppard questions regarding how the process would work if we have the line. Mayor Sheppard discussed the contract and stated that the rate can’t be changed unless Thornville increased their rate to the County or they can show a maintenance cost increase.
Mayor Sheppard stated that there are 19 properties that have not been hooked up to the sewer. They will all get a deadline letter and we have 51 properties that have been connected. The Mayor is backing up Darrell Brown with the inspections. 
Mayor Sheppard – 2017 Perry County Bi-Centennial Commission – Council Member Heidi Carpenter – nothing new it’s in the beginning stages and they would like to get the history for each community. Council Member Sharon Phillips said that she may have a book of Glenford’s History.  
Mayor Sheppard - Shelly Park tree. Slone still hasn’t sent his quote. Council Member Brian Butler will try Denims again.  
New Business:

Mayor Sheppard– Grant for Street paving – Mayor Sheppard stated that we received an email from Michael Betts is the engineer that Glenn Crippen sent to give us the estimate for paving. He stated that they will help us with the application for the OPWC grant/loan. We need pictures of the road, support letters from (the School, Township and Fire Department) and a traffic count. The applications are due September 2nd, 2016.
Mayor Sheppard distributed a brochure for a portable speed sign and discussed a speed sign to help slow traffic and get a traffic count. We should ask if we could borrow it for a week or two. 
Mayor Sheppard stated that the furnace and A/C was repaired and the main problem was the blower. Wilkins Heating & Cooling repaired it at a cost of $404.63.

Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus stated that she received the tax exempt approval letter from the state for Henderson Park. 

Fiscal Officer Linda Stated that the AT&T phone for the sewer system contracts have been renewed for the year and at a better rate. The package included a tablet that Tom can use for monitoring the lift stations.
Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to adjourn at 8:15 pm and was seconded by Council Member Caleb Garza.  All present voted in favor and the motion carried.
