Mayor for the Day: Shannon Hogan called the meeting to order.

Everyone stood and recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call was taken and visitors acknowledged.

Minutes of the last meeting December, 1 2015 were distributed.  The Mayor Shannon asked for corrections or additions to the minutes.  Council Member Brian Butler made the motion to suspend the reading and accept the minutes as presented.  Seconded by Council Member Sharon Phillips and all present voted in favor and the motion carried.

Mayor Shannon Hogan administered the Oath of Office for the Mayor Leonard Sheppard and Council Member Sharon Phillips.

Council Organization began: Nomination for Council President: Council Member Sharon Phillips nominated Jeff Ours and Council Member Heidi Carpenter seconded. Jeff accepted the nomination.  Council Member Jeff Ours nominated Caleb Garza and Council Member Brian Butler seconded. Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to close nominations and Council Member Heidi Carpenter seconded the vote was taken two votes for Jeff Ours and two votes for Caleb Garza and Mayor Shannon Hogan broke the tie and voted Jeff Ours as the Council President. The oath for President of Council was administered to Jeff Ours. 

Council Member Paul Currence arrived and Mayor Shannon Hogan administered the Oath of Office for Council Member Paul Currence. 
Mayor Shannon Hogan stated that the Committees assignments:

Public Works: Jeff Ours & Paul Currence – Substitutes: Brian & Caleb 
Finance: Brian Butler & Caleb Garza – Substitutes: Sharon, Jeff and Heidi   
Public Relations: Sharon Phillips & Heidi Carpenter – Substitutes: Paul, Caleb & Brian

Visitor Comments – Tara Gibson – Glenford Harvesters 4H Club and had asked to use the building for meetings but was turned down. But she felt the reason was due to the number she had given was 100. But that was combining several groups that will meet separately. She stated that the Clover Buds K to 4H age and there are 20 members and some advisors and they meet before the regular 4H group. So total with both groups its 71 members and 14 advisors. The Clover buds meet first and then the regular group. Every other Sunday 4:30 – 5:30 the Clover Buds and regular 4H group meeting starts between 6:00 to 6:30 and lasts an hour. Sometimes they meet at other locations.
Water Report: Mayor Sheppard stated that the meters and frost plugs should be in next week. We installed a new meter at Bill Miracles. A Couple of months ago we put in a new connection for Cecil Snider and his wife Maxine says she is tickled to death her clothes are whiter and the taste is great. He is so happy that we were able to change the Commissioners minds about forcing Glenford to get Burr Oak water. 

Sewer Report: Tom Coleman thanked Heidi for coming down and testing at the sewer plant on his off days. He also explained a few other things on the test report that need filled out. He stated that there is a filter than isn’t working properly and he hopes it comes in soon to repair. He will begin sampling this month. He will change his visits to Tuesday, Thursday and Friday. Heidi will sample Monday and Wednesday. 
Mayor Shannon Hogan asked if everyone had a chance to review the financial report that Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus distributed the Monthly Financial Report to Council for review. Council Member Paul Currence was given them to review and the Mayor moved on to bills.
Mayor Shannon Hogan asked if there was a motion to pay bills. Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus stated that there were several bills that we have not received that will need to be paid prior to the next Council meeting. Council President Jeff Ours made a motion to pay bills due through January. Council Member Paul Currence seconded the motion and present voted in favor. 

Old Business:

Mayor Shannon Hogan - Sewer Project Audit - Mayor Sheppard gave the update for the sewer project audit and distributed the findings. He stated that it was completed all in one day and was a very easy process. The only thing was the records back showing the first time the bids came in too high and we rebid the project. Once the records were brought back Linda found what was needed and we sent them to Glen. 
Mayor Shannon Hogan - 2013-2014 Audit Report – Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus stated that she had received a copy after calling Mike with the Charles Harris firm and asking why no one had received it. He stated that the Mayor and Council should have gotten one. But I told him I had received a draft prior to the final and was told by Kunal Parikh that the Village Council would get the one and they didn’t. He emailed me one and said he would send one to the Mayor and Council. That was December 2, 2015 and you have not received it yet. She stated that she would print the email version for everyone to review at the next meeting. Council Members and the Mayor were not happy with this firm handling this audit.  Although, Mike Phillips is the one who found the discrepancies with the old Fiscal Officers books.  Kunal did not meet our expectations.  
Mayor Shannon Hogan asked if everyone had a chance to review the monthly financial report. Council Member Brian Butler a motion to approve the November 2015 Financial Report and Council Member Heidi Carpenter. All present voted in favor.

New Business:

Mayor Shannon Hogan - Hoover Center: Council President Jeff Ours stated that the projector screen was having problems and one corner pulled off and wrinkled. They’re going to stretch it back out and try to get it back in correctly. It was found after someone had rented the building but Jeff and Tom feels that it has been slowly pulling away. They will get that done prior to the next Women’s Club movie.

Council President Jeff Ours discussed Serra Grant painted the murals on the wall in the theater part of Hoover Center as a part of her Girl Scout service project for either her Senior or Ambassador ranking. 
Mayor Sheppard received and estimate on the siding that he want to bring to Council at the next meeting and he will get more. He was told that he needs three bids unless it’s a volunteer doing it for free. Jeff will talk to Nick to get a bid.
Mayor Shannon Hogan – Street clean up – Mayor Sheppard will be in the spring and we are going to have to advertise for bids. 

Mayor Shannon Hogan – Street Paving – Mayor Sheppard stated that we would need to get a cost estimate. Then we can get an idea of where to get grants. Council Member Paul Currence will contact someone to come out who use to work for Shelly Company. If we can identify the condition of all the streets and list the most needed first. Council President stated Broad and N. Main Streets are the worst. Mayor Sheppard stated that the drainage will need to be fixed at the same time.      

Mayor Shannon Hogan – 2016 Mayor for the Day – Name Creek Competition – Mayor Sheppard stated that he would like to have the kids name the run that goes through Glenford. Since the new sewer has been installed the run is cleaner and needs to get renamed. 

Patrick Hogan, Northern Local School Board Member wanted to thank the Village for having Mayor for a Day program and not just for his daughter but for all the children who have benefited form the program. Bringing the school children into the community is a wonderful opportunity. The Council stated that they have enjoyed it and also the Village seal was created by a school contest. 
Fiscal Officer Linda Nicodemus stated that she had received two emails from the Pastor of the Maranatha Church – Cary Grant who want to be more involved in the community.  Council Member Sharon Phillips will take care of it. 

Council Member Brian Butler made a motion to adjourn at 7:55 pm and was seconded by Council Member Sharon Phillips.  All present voted in favor and the motion carried.
